Find the right course for you 

Whether you’re looking to study after a break, advance your career in your current field, or pivot to 
a new career, UAC's new Course Compare tool will help you decide on the course that’s right for 
you. 

It’s simple to use and streamlines the whole process of deciding which course to study. Go to UAC's 
course search, select undergraduate, postgraduate, international or online from the drop-down 
menu, then enter a keyword or select a field of study to generate a list of courses. You can select up 
to five courses to compare at one time by clicking on the + sign near the course name. 

Once you’ve selected the courses you want to compare, click on the ‘Compare courses’ button at 
the top of the page and, side by side, you’ll be able to compare key details such as institution, areas 
of study, location, duration and attendance mode.

Elite Athlete and Performer Scheme

selecting applicants for courses. 

 

Access and scholarship schemes 

In addition to EAPS, domestic UAC applicants can also apply to these schemes and scholarships: 

Educational Access Scheme: an opportunity to ask institutions to consider circumstances that 
affected your Year 11 and 12 (or equivalent) studies. Apply for EAS and supply documentation 
before 11.59pm 18 November 2025.
