Any students who are studying a Year 12 course by Distance Education can apply for special consideration 
for University entry because Distance Education is considered to be a harder way to study a course. 

 

The application process uses the Educational Access Scheme (EAS) which is on the UAC website –  the Guide 
can be found via the link Educational Access Scheme 2025.

What is ACE?  

Adult and community education or (ACE) is funding provided by the NSW Government to support members 

of the community access discounted or fee free training. Ace is only available and provided through 

Community Colleges in NSW in partnership with the NSW Government.  

  

Who is eligible?   

Eligibility for subsidised training under ACE is fairly inclusive, for those living in NSW. 

  

• Year 12 Students once they are deemed to have completed Year 12 

• Youth 15-24 no longer at school  

  

So, what is included?  

ACE fills the gap for short courses and qualifications that are not covered or included under Smart and 

Skilled funding.  

Unlike Smart and Skilled funding, which covers Certificate III level qualifications and higher, ACE funding can 

be used to subsidise the cost of a First Aid certificate or White Card for example.
