UAC You Can Apply for Undergraduate Study

Applying is quick and easy.

You can apply or log in between 7.30am and midnight (Sydney time) and we'll automatically log you out if
you're inactive for 30 minutes.

There is a non-refundable processing charge of $82.00 AUD. You can pay using Mastercard, Visa or PayPal.
Your application is not complete until you have paid.

Do not submit more than one application in each admissions year. Duplicate applications will be cancelled.
Log back in to your application to update your contact details, qualifications or course preferences.

Offers are made on specific dates throughout the year. There are application deadlines for each offer round.

What is the ATAR?

The ATAR is a rank, not a mark.

The Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (ATAR) is a number between 0.00 and 99.95 that indicates a
student’s position relative to all the students in their age group (ie all 16 to 20 year olds in NSW). So, an
ATAR of 80.00 means that you are 20 per cent from the top of your age group (not your Year 12 group).
Universities use the ATAR to help them select students for their courses and admission to most tertiary
courses is based on your selection rank (your ATAR + any applicable adjustments). Most universities also use
other criteria when selecting students (eg a personal statement, a questionnaire, a portfolio of work, an
audition, an interview or a test).

How to transfer to a different degree

Many students enrol in a course with a plan to transfer into another course after completing a year’s study.
A typical example is completing one year of a general degree (such as Arts) and then transferring to a more
specialised degree (such as Arts/Law). Other students start a degree only to find it’s not quite right for them.
They’d like to move to a completely different degree. Whatever your reason for wanting to transfer to
another course, how do you do it?
